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GUIDELINES for GLOBAL MINISTRIES FUND-RAISING
MISSIONS VISION TRIPS, SUMMER PROGRAMS, AND SHORT TERM PROJECTS
Before any individual begins "fund-raising" for a mission assignment, vision trip, summer mission program, or short-term project, the following steps must be taken:
1.    The individual will meet with NHC's Global Ministries Director to discuss the proposed mission
trip or project. The Global Ministries Director will then consult with the Global Ministries
Council as needed before providing official approval for the trip or project.
2.    The Global Ministries office will instruct the individual on how to structure a support-raising letter and will approve that letter. The individual will also receive a supply of Prayer and Financial Support Registration Forms, or an electronic version of it, which must be included with each fundraising letter that is sent out.
3. The support-raising letter must follow these guidelines, which are also listed on the Support Registration Forms.:
a. Checks are to be made payable to New Hope Church.
b. Checks cannot have an individual's name designated on the memo portion of the check. Instead, have the donor include a note with instructions regarding the designation.
c. Checks for individual fund-raising cannot be combined with other fund-raising projects at NHC, or combined with regular tithes and "envelope giving".
d. Checks may be given to the individual, who then passes them on to the Global Ministries office. Or, checks may be sent directly to the Global Ministries office.
e. All donors will receive a year-end statement of their contribution.
Other Guidelines
4. Short-term teams may agree to raise funds on a “team basis,” meaning that donors may be given the option of designating their contributions to the team.  Such gifts will be equally shared across all team members.
5. The Global Ministries office will inform the team leader as to how much money has been received in each team members' account.
6. Any unused or unneeded funds that remain in the NHC designated account after the trip, program, or project has been completed will either be passed on to the missionary organization involved or will stay with NHC. Funding overages cannot be returned to the various donors involved.
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
